This Campus Experience invites you to immerse yourself in the distinctive character of St 

Andrews — a historic coastal town where academic traditions, world-leading research and 

innovation intersect. The day begins with networking time and refreshments in Parliament 

Hall, offering the chance to connect with colleagues from the Global Office and fellow 

visitors. A presentation then introduces the University’s rich history, strategic priorities and 

commitment to social responsibility.  

  
This is followed by a student-led tour, with guides sharing insights into St Andrews’ 

traditions, student societies and vibrant campus life. Lunch provides further opportunities to 

engage with staff and fellow participants, followed by breakout sessions exploring student 

mobility, student support and new institutional initiatives.
